 REAL ESTATE NEWS

The Angolan Government has invited the private sector to invest in real estate in Angola. The aim is to solve the lack of housing in Luanda and in other Angolan 
provinces. A recent study refers the need of 400 thousand additional houses in Luanda alone.  On a related matter, private investors have announced a USD 500 
million real estate investment project in the province of Benguela in Angola. This investment will be used in the urbanization of a 158 acre area that will include middle 
and higher priced properties, as well as offices and shops, a health centre and other support equipments.
